PASTOR’S CORNER

“Treat others the way you
wish to be treated.”

Every day, a man of years walked down
to pick up his newspaper; always polite and
courteous toward the man behind the counter.
However, the man behind the counter was
always rude and hostile, barely making eye
contact. Someone asked the old man why he
was always so polite and courteous to that
rude man behind the counter, and the old man
replied, “Why should | let him decide how I
should act?!”

The readings of Mass today ask us to
ponder such a question. Do we allow others to
determine how we are going to act, especially
when we meet up with hostility? Jesus calls us
to higher ground; “Treat others the same way
you wish to be treated.” Many times, in St.
Paul’'s words, we resemble the “man from
earth” rather than the “man from heaven.”
Adam, the man from earth, passed on his
weaknesses to us all. Yet Jesus, the Man from
heaven, has passed on His grace...the grace to
realize it is more human to be slow to anger
and rich in mercy.

Studies show that hatred, retribution,
and holding grudges cause more high blood
pressure, more sleepless nights, and more ill
health than we realize. As we enter this holy
sacrifice of the Eucharist, may we sacrifice our
hatred and sacrifice our desire to get even, out
of love for Him, who sacrificed so much for us.
May we always strive to embrace the vision of
the Man from heaven.
